Role of SAC: Discussed purpose and procedures, as well as current SAC positions filled and what remains unfilled.  Megan is going to post on the community social media pages looking for another community member. Copy of SAC Q & As were provided to members.

Principal’s Report:

Class configurations remained the same as projected in the Spring– Primary, 1, 2, 3/4, and 4/5 
New staff – Ms. Hale (Primary), Ms. Swan (1), Ms. Steed (4/5), Ms. Laurin (LC & Resource), Ms. Gillivan (ELST), Ms. Tai (PP Lead), Ms. Neary (PP Support), Ms. Polley (guest music teacher). Received additional staffing support due to new hire contracts, which means ELST is increased.
Safety and Inclusion – during opening PD days staff did PD on trauma-informed practices, diabetes, and fire safety.  EECD sent a link for School Code of Conduct policy update to staff for input.
Cell phone policy – full cell phone ban at elementary. Ms. Strome doesn’t forsee it to be an issue for the school community.
Hot lunch – same delivery from the school kitchen. Ms. Strome is working to get lead hot lunch volunteer, Allie, to be compensated as other school cafeteria staff are paid positions. The school’s previous lunch program will rolled out until the provincial lunch program starts up. Some of the school’s previous lunch program recipes will be able to be used, as they were approved. Principals have been instructed to order 10-15% more to start, to allow for last minute needs, spillage, etc. There will be payment options varying from paying nothing to paying the full cost – families get to decide what option they would like.

Request for Funds - Staff are requesting reading materials that reflect students reading levels and interests ($486), magnetic letters and letter tiles for older students to do literacy/phonics work ($457.77), calming items for wellbeing ($136.55), and dice & cards for math ($89.62). These requests were unanimously approved by all members in attendance.
